CERF 
certificates will be accepted. 

· Hip clearances on both the 
sire and dam. Dogs must have final 
OFA Certification or PennHip 
Distraction Indexes below the median 
done at or after 6 months of age, with 
no radiographic evidence of hip 
dysplasia. 

· Final heart clearances on both 
the sire and dam, issued by a vet-
erinary cardiologist who is certified 
by the ACVIM (Cardiology). 

· A Litter Listing Agreement, 
completed and signed for each litter 
listed. 

A ll listings and copies of clearances should be sent to the YANKEE  Breeder Referral 
chair listed on the back page of this newsletter.

Hot Topics 

NEW AKC POLICY ON HARDSHIP AND DNA TESTING: 
When a breeder (seller) has been charged, placed on referral or 
suspended, AKC will consider transfer and registration of dogs 
and litters owned by innocent third parties. Buyers must provide 
dated documentation (such as a cancelled check or veterinary 
records) that show the dog(s) was acquired before the breeder 
(seller) was charged, placed on referral or suspended. The 
parentage of the dog or litter must not be in question, and all 
other requirements for registration must be met.” 

NEW AKC REQUIREMENTS FOR SHOW-GIVING CLUBS: 
Implementation date for all breed clubs is January 1, 2008; for 
specialty clubs it is January 1, 2009. Every Specialty, Group and 
All-Breed club that does not hold a benched show must meet 
certain criteria to maintain its eligibility to hold shows. 
CATEGORY A ACTIVITIES: If club holds a show they have to 
do one (1) of the following 5 items within 10 miles of club’s 
territory. If club doesn’t hold a show they have to do two (2) of 
the 5 listed activities: 

1. An Independent AKC sanctioned match with emphasis on 
attracting and assisting new exhibitors within the territory. Or co-
hosting a multi-club match using the AKC educational match 
format. 

2. Experimental-type match., such as those which include 
critiques and examinations by multiple judges, or other alternate 
judging procedures. NOTE: GRCA intends to apply to have the 
CCA meet this requirement. 

3. AKC Canine Good Citizen® Test 
4. An active public education program. For example, youth 

programs or programs at community functions, civic 
organizations, public libraries, support of an AKC Veterinary 
Outreach activity, or other community activities. 

5. Other education or outreach if the club receives advance 
approval from AKC Event Operations. 
CATEGORY B ACTIVITIES. All clubs are required to conduct 
and document at least two of the following eleven activities in 

[their] area within the calendar year to be approved 
for the next calendar year’s show(s). Four of these 
category B activities are required if the club’s shows 
are held beyond 10 miles from the club’s territory. 

1. Conformation and/or obedience/rally, or agility 
training classes that are advertised and are open to the 
public. 

2. Breeder referral service. 
3. Two educational programs for club members 

and the public or formal judges education. 
4. Dog show tours. 
5. Registered handler seminars or workshops that educate 

new exhibitors and/or junior handlers encourage new exhibitors 
and promote the sport of dogs.  

6. New exhibitor briefing to help new exhibitors understand 
the dog show and feel more comfortable with the sport. The 
briefing must be publicized in the judging program and should 
include scheduled times. The briefing should explain the duties 
of the superintendent or show secretary, the AKC Executive Field 
Staff, the event committee, the ring steward, ring location, 
exercise areas, and assist with grooming space. An explanation of 
dog show classes, points computation, and verification of 
placements (judges book tear sheets). 

7. Opportunities for provisional judges. 
8. AKC show committee seminars. 
9. An AKC-approved Disaster Preparedness Plan for natural 

disasters within the club’s territory. 
10. Meet the Breeds to educate the public about the various 

AKC breeds and aid in creating responsible dog owners.  
11. Health clinics.

y dogs and I travel out of town to field and agility 
events several times every year. I have my own set of 

pre-travel preparations, and much to my husband’s 
amusement, I have a checklist of items we need before setting 
off saved in a Word document. This includes crates, dog food 
and water, shade, food and water for me, first aid kit, and 
entry info, directions and maps, etc. We can get from home to 
the hotel, hotel to show, show to hotel…but on this last trip to 
Syracuse, I found that I omitted one essential set of directions: 
how to get to the local veterinary emergency hospital. 

My first-aid kit is pretty comprehensive, and I have dealt 
with lacerations, hot spots, bee stings, eye flushing, and 
digestive upsets. I even carry Imodium in my handbag for 
doggie diarrhea. I was not prepared, however, for Valen 
developing full blown gastroenteritis. 

Like many Golden Retrievers, Valen has his culinary 
vices. He has a propensity for eating pine needles. He 
evidently dined upon these the morning before we left for 
Syracuse, and unfortunately they take about 24–36 hours to 
process through his GI tract, usually ending in diarrhea. In the 
past, he recovered within a day or two, but not this time. 

Valen had his usual case of the “green apple two-step” – 
or the “pine needle two-step” if you prefer, and then he 
seemed to recover. Unfortunately, instead of fully recovering, 
he began vomiting. I fed him ice cubes, and he perked up, but 
he never fully recovered. He vomited about 12 hours later, 
and I became alarmed that he was becoming dehydrated. By 
this time, I had returned to the hotel, and of course the entry  

info, map/premium list paperwork package was on his crate 
back at the show site. 

Fortunately for me, the staff at the Red Roof Inn in 
Syracuse is incredibly dog friendly. When I went to the desk 
clerk and asked where the nearest veterinary emergency clinic 
was, she looked up the location, dialed the number, and 
handed me the phone. Then she drew me a map. I drove 
Valen to the clinic, where he spent the night getting IV fluids, 
antibiotics, and Pepcid AC. The next morning, he was not 
well enough to be released, but by noon of that day, I was 
allowed to transfer him to the local emergency care hospital at 
home in Acton, where he spent another 24 hours.  

There are several lessons to this story. The first is that, 
although I always checked event premium list for emergency 
vet info, I never bothered to print directions to that location 
from either the show site or the hotel. In future, I’ll keep 
emergency directions both in the car and at the show site. I 
was very lucky that the hotel desk clerk was so helpful, and 
that the staff of Veterinary Medical Center of Central New 
York took such good care of my dog. If the emergency info is 
not included in the premium list, I’ll e-mail the test secretary 
to get it and then print my directions. 

The second lesson is that the next time I see Valen dining 
al fresco on pine needles, he’ll get a Pepcid AC chaser. I’ve 
added it to my first-aid kit and my handbag pharmacy. I’ll 
also write a thank-you to Red Roof Inn, and send a very large 
box of Godiva chocolates to VMCCNY in Valen’s name.
