COAT. The Education Committees of the GRCA, which
include the Judges’, Field, Public, Breeders’ andniers’

The Golden Retriever should be a natural breedmgmly a
hunting dog”, with a dense, water-resistant, doubtet,
presented in the ring in such a manner that it breaproperly
assessed by judges.

To All Judges of Golden Retrievers:

The Golden Retriever standard, in its opening pagiy
clearly points out that the Golden Retriever isirfarily a
hunting dog.” While we have grown accustomed tonggthe
Golden in the show ring, it is vitally important tnto lose
sight of the breed’'s heritage and the Golden'sitgbtio
perform its intended function as a retriever ofhbataterfowl

and upland game.

The AKC breed standard states: Coat — Dense andr wate
repellent with good undercoat. Outer coat firm aesilient,
neither coarse nor silky, lying close to body; nieeystraight

or wavy. Untrimmed natural ruff; moderate feathgrom back
of forelegs and on under-body; heavier featherindgront of
neck, back of thighs and underside of tail.

Coat on head, paws and front of legs is short angh.e
Excessive length, open coats and limp, soft coetsvary
undesirable. Feet may be trimmed and stray haiasened,
but the natural appearance of coat or outline showt be
altered by cutting or clipping.

As a hunting dog, the Golden’s coat serves the ifipec
function of protecting the dog both on land andha water.
He should be shown as the standard dictates, withtaral
coat, not excessively sculpted or barbered. Theectrfirm,
resilient texture of the coat is extremely impottand judges
must be able to assess the coat to see if it iatofor the
breed. The Golden’s body coat should wrap the banag
show no signs of clipping or barbering. The brethdard
calls for a double coat. The outer coat protecisirag the
elements and the debris that dogs encounter ifiglte The
undercoat insulates, keeping the dog warm in codéther
and when swimming. The total effect of the coabisreate a
waterproof jacket, protecting the body much as aktu
feathers protect the duck’s body. A soft, silkycottony coat
or a coat that stands away from the body, whilaight look
attractive in the show ring, is not desirable aswituld
interfere with the function of the breed. The cotreoat may
be straight or wavy but it may not be open or gredno
stand away from the body.

The Golden is a natural dog, and excessive groomoing
sculpting is undesirable and as unacceptable a®alyp
groomed or un-groomed exhibit. Unfortunately, tkisd of

excessive fluffing and puffing of the coat, in attempt to

create a vision of correct structure, has becomesasingly

commonplace and is being unduly rewarded by sorigest

While it might look pretty, this type of fluffed ympen and
overly neatened coat is to be considered faultyeurmur

breed standard and should not be rewarded.

Many exhibitors and handlers of Golden Retrievéisnapt to
groom in correct structure instead of breedingitfotegs are
moussed to create the illusion of more bone; poplines are
improved with products that hold the coat in pladter the
hair has been back-blown and teased. Angulatiompsoved
with creative scissoring to create the illusionnadre bend of
stifle or better layback. Feet and nails are exeelstrimmed
back to make the foot look smaller.

Despite AKC rules barring the addition of “foreign
substances” to the coat or changing the dog byicaati
means, a number of exhibitors seem to rely on suoHucts
to conceal faults. A brief check and comparisorth&f nose
and the lips or eye rims can easily show if thecllaose is
representative of the dog’s actual pigmentatioaroenhanced
version. Please remember that grooming will notlytru
improve the quality of the breeding stock judges asked to
assess in the ring.

Remember too, the standard states: “With the ebarepif
graying or whitening of face or body due to agey aite
marking, other than a few white hairs on the chglsbuld be
penalized according to its extent.” The coloringlté coat to
conceal a natural result of aging is not necesserd

1 can of salmon, 14 oz, do not
drain
1egg
1 sleeve of finely crushed
unsalted saltine crackers
or 1% cups flour
Garlic powder or minced garlic (optional)

Mix the egg and salmon, add the crushed crackers (
flour) and garlic.

Press into a greased jelly roll pan.

Alternately, use a smaller pan and make salmon
“brownies.”

Bake at 325-350° until edges pull away from pan. Fo
a drier treat, flip over the cake and bake at lower
heat (200-225°) until crisp.

Cool and cut into pieces. Store in the refrigerator up
to 3 days or freeze for longer storage.

AVOID PICKING UP TICKS!

Those nasty ticks will be back this fall. Here are
some tips for people:

Wear a hat with a broad brim, and white or light
colored clothing (so you can more easily see
ticks on your clothes.

Tuck your shirt tail in, pull your socks up outside
over the bottoms of your trousers.

Spray the brim of your hat and your socks pulled
up over your pants with a tick repellant.

Pull ticks off clothing with a piece of duct tape.
They can't escape and will eventually die.

Always remove an attached tick by grasping it
with tweezers as close to the head as possible
and pulling gently but firmly straight out.

RINSE FOR A SMELLY DOG

% cup Listerine (the regular gold-
colored kind)

% cup apple cider vinegar

1 gallon of water

Mix ingredients together. Pour over a freshly washed
dog. Donotrinse off. Let the dog air dry.

B A A N S e A S S e

SKUNK ODOR REMOVER

1 quart of 3% hydrogen peroxide
1/4 cup of baking soda
1 teaspoon of liquid soap

Mix ingredients together and apply to the sprayed
areas of the dog with a sponge or rag. Let the
solution do it's job for 5-10 minutes, then wash off
with tap water. Works best if it's the first treatment
you use!
